Analytical information on the work done by Uzagroinspektsiya in 2022 and priorities for 2023.
 

Organizer: Inspectorate for Control over the Agro-Industrial Complex of the Ministry of Agriculture
The Control Inspectorate of the agro-industrial complex under the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Uzbekistan performs tasks and functions in connection with compliance with the requirements of legislation in the field of agriculture and water management. The Inspectorate exercises control over the cultivation of agricultural crops in the agro-industrial complex, control over the implementation of agrotechnical measures in agriculture, control over the use of water resources intended for agriculture, control over the state of equipment and control of breeding work in animal husbandry. field.
A total of 22,603 inspections were carried out in the field of agriculture and water management over the past 2022. (therefore, more than 6 inspections were carried out by way of notification).
In total, 20,000 cases of administrative offenses were initiated against responsible officials of organizations and enterprises in connection with violations of the law identified during the events.

37 billion in 3997 cases. Financial sanctions in the amount of 253 million soums were accrued.
At the same time, more than 94 thousand warnings and 4954 submissions were submitted to the relevant organizations and departments, 3491 materials were sent to courts and other law enforcement agencies for legal decision-making.

Also, over the past period of 2022, 1 million pieces were imported and exported abroad to our Republic. About tons of grain, flour milling products and other types of products were selected, analyzed and certificates were issued.
Over the past period, out of 1,441 appeals of individuals and legal entities, 1,227 were considered, 48,169 representatives of individuals and legal entities were accepted.

 

Priorities for 2023:
1. For the harvest of 2023, a competition will be held between enterprises and clusters specializing in the procurement of high-quality seeds in 118 districts, and it will be carried out on the basis of a certificate of conformity, compliance with domestic and foreign standards. seeds and seedlings within the shelf life, control of the issuance of the certificate;
2. Contracts for the supply of water between irrigation departments and clusters, farms, farms and other water consumers, introduced water-saving water conservation with subsidies from the state budget for the production of agricultural products, controlling the purposeful and effective use of shearing technologies;

3. Carrying out practical work on the issuance of a tractor driver's certificate, which gives the right to drive agricultural, land reclamation and road-building equipment, to more than 15 thousand young people throughout the country;

4. Such priority tasks as accreditation of the newly created GMO laboratory at the State Unitary Enterprise "Center for Quality Assessment of Agricultural Products" from the international accreditation center are provided.
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
